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Love. It's what so many songs are written about. It's what so many
people are seeking in our world. It's what propelled Jesus to come to earth

NOtiigmm and go to the cross. Is this all about the same thing? Since there are
PastOr's different kinds of love are each of these about the same kind of love?

Yes and no. The desire and seeking is all about the wonderful

Heart unconditional love that Jesus expressed. Unfortunately, so many in our

world settle for so much less. The love songs often focus on just having
someone to get through the night. The seekers are satisfied with some
romance that feels good for a while even when they see the other person
using them for self-gain.

We Christians are called to share about the love of Jesus with the seekers of this world. We're
to help them understand that He died for each of them and wants to live with them forever. We can
do this through service, which is good. We can do this through words, which is also good. We can
do this through service and words, which is better yet. Or we can follow the best way—fulfilling the
Great Commission.

Jesus told us to go and live among the people that haven’t heard about Him yet who are
seeking love. Obviously, this can mean that some people need to leave our community and go to
where these people live. It also can mean that we need to live among those that Jesus has brought
to our community. And it can mean that we need to live among the ones that were born and raised in
our community but haven’t heard of Jesus and His love.

But how are we to live among one of these groups of people. That's where Jesus’ example,
teaching and the power of the Holy Spirit come in. Too often we live by our own thinking and in our
own power. Doing this we can block people from being introduced to Jesus for all they see and hear
are the thoughts and actions of self-centered people.

Instead we need to choose daily to live according to Jesus’ way with His power. We need to
be more concerned about how the people who need Jesus are living than about how we’re living. We
need to be more concerned about the pain in their lives than the pain we might experience if we
spend time, energy and resources on them. We need to be more concerned about being motivated
and empowered by Jesus’ love and Spirit than about what is in it for us or what it might cost us.

Only then will the people seeking love pay attention to what we have to say about Jesus. Only
then will the people hoping there is a God who cares for them believe we have an answer. Only then
will we be obedient to the command of the Great Commission.

Jesus isn’t looking for people who have the right things to say. Nor is He looking for people
with extra time or evangelistic fervor. He’s looking for people that have their heart right with Him and
are available to give a piece of that heart away to someone else.

Mission News

Prison Fellowship does a great outreach work
to the men and women incarcerated in our
prisons across the country. The staff and
volunteers of this organization have introduced
thousands of prisoners to Jesus. These
prisoners lives are transformed by the Lord and
70% return to their communities with changed
lives that keep them from ever returning to
prison as criminals.

Last Easter, Chuck Colson, the director of
Prison Fellowship was speaking at a prison
worship service in Darrington Correctional
Institute in Texas. Before the service he was
visiting the men in solitary confinement where
every one of them responded warmly to their
message of forgiveness in Christ. One of the
men, an especially formidable one named
Salvador, did a double take and asked if he
was truly Chuck Colson. He came right up to
the door of his cell and with passion and
intensity told Chuck about his commitment to
Christ and how much Prison Fellowship had
helped him in his walk..

Chuck asked if he could pray with him and
Salvador welcomed that. He put his hand up
to the mesh and Chuck did likewise. After
Chuck prayed and before he could remove his
hand, Salvador started to pray a most beautiful
prayer as he prayed for Chuck and the
ministry. Half way through he had to stop
praying because he was crying so hard. The

Resurrection power was in that place in such a
strong way!

Chuck spoke of Salvador and his experience
with him in prayer during the worship service
and the prisoners nodded. Salvador was an
obvious leader in that prison and many knew of
the huge transformation in his life. When the
chaplain gave an altar call an astonishing
number of inmates came forward to give their
lives to the Lord. It's amazing what God can
do with an available life, even one confined in
prison solitary!

Helimission is a mission agency that serves
remote areas in Madagascar, Indonesia and
Ethiopia that planes can’t reach. Twelve years
ago they brought a pioneer missionary, Bill
Harding, to visit the Tarra people for the first
time. The Tarra people live in remote
mountains a four-day walk to the nearest road
subsisting on honey and berries. Bill was able
to lead one of the men of the village to the Lord
during the time he stayed with the Tarra
people. Shortly after this visit the government
shut down the ability of the mission to serve in
Ethiopia.

This past year a new government in Ethiopia
has invited the mission back to the country.
Bill was anxious to return to the Tarra people to
see his brother in Christ. The mission took Bill
to the village by helicopter. When the villagers
heard the sound of the helicopter, they said to
each other “Now God’s ambassadors are
coming again!” Not only had the convert held
on to his faith but he had shared and lived it in
his village bringing many others to the Lord
with what he remembered about Jesus from
Bill’s visit.

Now the Tarra people want someone to live
with them and teach them to read and write so
they can have more of God’s word. Then also
want to take the message of Jesus to another
part of their tribe that is more isolated than they
are. A leader of the local Christian church in
the district is working on the possibility of
fulfilling this request! God’s word is so
powerful if we just let it loose!
