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 The glory of the Lord!  It’s a phrase that is sprinkled throughout the Bible but 

what is it?  Glory is a word that isn’t used much in our everyday conversations so it 

probably is hard to define.  According to Webster’s dictionary glory is defined as 

praise, honor or distinction extended by common consent.  Throughout the Bible 

whoever experienced the presence of the Lord, gave Him praise and honor.  In fact 

the prophets spoke of the Lord being surrounded with glory, a distinction of praise 

and honor that is always with Him.  John speaks in his revelation of the praise and 

honor going on the whole time around the Lord as He sits on His throne in Heaven. 

So the glory of the Lord is wherever the Lord is.  Yet when Jesus was born in 

Bethlehem there was no glory around Him.  When Mary was carrying Him in her 

womb there was no glory around her either.  And when Jesus was on the cross, there was no glory around Him.  

Here was God in the flesh, yet He left His glory in heaven.  Isaiah describes this enfleshed God as someone 

without distinction so that we would not notice Him.  He came to show us and teach us how to live without 

glory. 

So why do so many Americans including Christians seek glory for themselves?  Why is fame seen as such an 

important thing?  Why in the Christian culture are so many musicians, televangelists, writers and preachers 

seeking to be famous or at least glad that they are?  Because we are being sold a cheap imitation by the world in 

place of God’s glory.  It’s easier to use this imitation because it can be traded for a five minute spot on a 

television talk show.  But like all false products, the world’s glory doesn’t last.   

Jesus knew this about the world’s glory.  He also wanted to show us how to receive the real stuff—the Lord’s 

glory.  It is given to the person who is obedient to God with a heart of love for God.  When Jesus fulfilled God’s 

purpose for Him, He received God’s glory.  The resurrection on Easter morning was the final and fullest 

measure of God’s glory.  The same is true for us.  When we are obedient to God and act out of love for Him, we 

also receive His glory.  Our fullest measure of God’s glory will come on Judgment day for the obedient and 

loving Christian.    

In the meantime we are to be followers of Jesus, not seeking fame, not looking for the world’s glory.  In fact 

like Jesus, as loving and obedient Christians, we are even to be content when rejection and persecution come 

our way.  It is this attitude that will help us follow in Jesus’ footsteps.  During this Lenten season let us refocus 

our attention on the way of Jesus and turn from the way of the world.  And in God’s timing, the glory of the 

Lord will come upon us, our families and our churches.

One of the missions that Cohansey Baptist supports 
through our mission budget is Agape Flights.  This is a 
flight service for missionaries in the northern Caribbean 
Sea.  They also work at repairing and certifying for flight 
airplanes for other mission organizations.  Over the 
years Agape Flights have run a weekly mission flight to 
and from Haiti for the missions working there.  Needless 
to say the earthquake in Haiti has changed this to as 
frequent as possible.  In the first week after the 
earthquake they transported a medical team, relief 
supplies and evacuated an injured missionary to Florida.  
Their air service supports 130 missionaries just in the 
Port-au-Prince area.  Please keep their emergency work 
in your prayers. 
The disaster in Haiti brings to our memory the tsunami 
from four years ago.  Our One Great Hour of Sharing 
Funds has been used over the past years to help rebuild 
homes for the victims of this disaster living in Thailand 
through Abundant Life Ministerial Association (ALMA).  
Our American Baptist missionaries, Dave and Betsy 
Perkins serve with this organization to help the people 
of northern Thailand.   The Perkins came across a 
village about a hundred miles from their home in 
Chennai where the government and a nonprofit 
organization had begun to rebuild homes for the 24 
Yanadi tribal families living there.  They laid foundations 
in 2005 and began to put up a few walls when they ran 
out of money and left.   
Two of these Yanadi people became Christians through 
ALMA evangelism efforts and lead a church in their 
village with 14 members.  They have been praying for 
the completion of their homes.  God is going to answer 
their prayers through the last part of the One Great Hour 
of Sharing Funds left for this purpose.  There is enough 
money to construct 20 homes.  At Christmas an ABC 
church in Indiana heard of this need and raised the 
$2000 to rebuild another one.  So 21 of the families will 
have completed homes by the end of the year.  As funds 
come in the other 3 families will also receive their 
homes.  The rest of the Yanadi people in this village will 
see the love of Jesus in action through their small local 
church.  What a great witness for our God! 
Cohansey Baptist Church also supports the 
Cornerstone Womenôs Resource Center in Salem, NJ 
through our baby bottle collections each year.  This 
Christian organization is dedicated to applying biblical 
principles in the area of unplanned teen pregnancy by 

offering women and families life-affirming support and 
compassionate care.  Last year 33 babies were born 
who otherwise would have been aborted.  Also the life-
changing Gospel of Christ was shared with their clients.  
66 of them responded to the message and our working 
on changing their current lifestyle.  Many expectant 
moms learned how to be responsible mothers through 
the organizationôs Earn As You Learn program where 
moms to be earned certificates for needed baby supplies 
by attending parenting and nutritional classes.  And 
finally many teens in our high schools received an 
assembly where sexual purity messages were 
presented. 
 
 
 
 

Comfort boxes for families 
Not all new parents leave the hospital with a healthy 
newborn. Some babies are stillborn, and others enter the 
world so disabled that they die within hours or days. 
Such was the case with Becky Norrisô daughter 
DeLanee, who was born with a congenital brain 
malformation and lived only three hours.  
 
During that time, hospital personnel photographed each 
family member holding DeLanee. The hospital then gave 
Norris a box holding all the babyôs belongings, including 
the photos, to take home. That meant so much to Norris 
that she was inspired to prepare memory boxes for other 
families who have lost a newborn. Now she and her 
friends fill boxes with helpful gifts for mourning families.  
 
Each box has a metal-plated tiny foot on the lid. Inside 
are a disposable camera, a necklace with tiny footprints, 
a CD with comforting music, a packet of forget-me-not 
flower seeds, a journal and pen, candy, a small photo 
album and tissues. The women making the boxes hold 
pancake breakfasts to meet expenses. Five hundred 
people have joined a Facebook page called Laneeôs 
Legacy.
