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 The News.  It comes to us daily through the radio, television, 
internet and newspaper.  It talks of politics and murders, bombings and 
corruption.  It talks of new information and new discoveries.  It talks of weather, 
natural disasters and kindness given.  It talks of religion and economics.  It talks 
about everything that is part of the human condition since the beginning of 
history.  The news talks about so much that is so familiar to our experience 
except the good news.   

The good news is that people‟s hearts can change from the familiar 
combination of good and evil.  This is the good news that Jesus taught and told 
the church to take to the ends of the earth.  Jesus appeared after Easter for forty 
days to the men and women who believed that He rose from the dead.  He 
continued to teach them about God‟s Kingdom and His place in it as the Savior 
for all people.  When He was about to leave for Heaven, He told these disciples 

to wait for power from on high and then spread the good news around the world.  They did just this as they 
gathered in the upper room in Jerusalem where Jesus had enjoyed His last supper here on earth.  Then the 
power fell on them from Heaven as the Holy Spirit was poured out upon them at Pentecost.  From there they 
set out to accomplish the task that Jesus set before them. 
 Jesus has directed His followers in this task throughout the generations.  Sometimes as in the first two 
generations they heeded His direction.  Other times they focused on their material well-being and left the task 
behind.  Once again in our generation, Jesus is directed us to finish the task that He set before the church two 
thousand years ago.  He continues to pour out His Holy Spirit upon those who seek Him to accomplish the 
work of the assignment.  As we come once again to Pentecost (Sunday May 23 rd) are we ready to take up the 
task, receive the power of the Holy Spirit and go forth under Jesus direction?  If the answer is yes for us as a 
church gathered in His name, then we will have to put a focus on our material well-being aside as a 
congregation and as individual.  We will still be called to pray for our daily bread but our efforts and time will no 
longer be available to enrich ourselves and make ourselves comfortable. 
 With a yes answer we will begin to make the news rather than just listen to it, for we will be tools in 
Jesus‟ hands to change peoples‟ hearts.  Murderers like Saul of Tarsus will repent.  Prostitutes like Rahab will 
join in our faith.  Doubters like Thomas will begin to believe.  And the troubled rich like Mary Magdalene will 
give all that they have to further the Kingdom of God here on earth.  Not only will we see individual hearts turn 
to God to be cleansed from wrongdoing, we will see whole cities change their ways and their agendas so that 
God can be glorified. 
 Just as the early disciples of Jesus had to individually choose to follow His direction and wait in 
Jerusalem for the promised power, so we start by choosing to follow Jesus in His direction for us.  The power 
of the Holy Spirit and the opportunities to use it will come to us just as they did on that Pentecost long ago and 
many will be added to the Church to join with us is sharing the good news of Jesus Christ!  So which will you 
choose to work on your own well-being or on the task that Jesus has for us?

. Question:  What is Paul talking about when he writes to Timothy about a woman being silent (1 Tim 
2:11)? 
 Answer:  Paul is talking about husbands and wives in this verse just as he is Ephesians chapter 5.  In 
the Greek the word for man also could mean husband and the word for woman could mean wife for 
Greek did not have a separate word for these roles in the family.  Our older English followed this 
pattern frequently such as “the man or woman of the house” or in the older version of marriage vows 
where the minister says “I now pronounce you man and wife!”  Paul is saying that a wife is supposed to 

be in submission to her husband and not be in authority over her husband in the household just as he did in Ephesians.  
And as he continues in Ephesians, the husband is to lay down his life in love for his wife.   All too often in our marriages 
we each have a long way to go in laying aside our self-centeredness.  Therefore, Paul is saying a wife should be silent 
while learning in worship and not be questioning her husband at this time.  There are other times that are appropriate for 
asking questions.

We have rewarded laziness and called it welfare.  
We have killed our unborn and called it choice.  

We have shot abortionists and called it justifiable.  
We have neglected to discipline our children and called it 

building self-esteem.  
We have abused power and called it politics.  

We have coveted our neighbor's possessions and called 
it ambition.  

We have polluted the air with profanity and pornography 
and called it freedom of expression.  

We have ridiculed the time-honored values of our 
forefathers and called it enlightenment.  

Search us, Oh God, and know our hearts today; cleanse 
us from every sin and set us free.  

Guide and bless these men and women who have been 
sent to direct us to the center of your will. I ask it in the 

Name of Your Son, the living Savior, Jesus Christ.  
Amen.  

 
The response was immediate. A number of legislators 
walked out during the prayer in protest. In six short 
weeks, Central Christian Church, where Rev. Wright is 
pastor, logged more than 5,000 phone calls with only 47 
of those calls responding negatively. The church is now 
receiving international requests for copies of this prayer 
from India, Africa, and Korea.  
Commentator Paul Harvey aired this prayer on "The 
Rest of the Story" on the radio and received a larger 
response to this program than any other he has ever 
aired.  
With the Lord's help, may this prayer sweep over our 
nation and wholeheartedly become our desire so that we 
again can be called one nation under God.

It is the mystery we celebrate at the end of Lent, during 
Eastertide, and then each Sunday of the year - the 
resurrection of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ. 
 
We do not regard ourselves as mere readers or heralds 
of the story of a unique and memorable event that is 
worthy of being remembered and retold. We do not 
merely commemorate the event; what we do is to 
celebrate it. This is because, as Christians, we recognize 
and acknowledge our participation in the mystery of the 
dying and rising of Christ. 
 
Especially through the mode of baptism that we practice 
normally, Baptists know that it is not sufficient to speak 
about the resurrection of Christ as a distant event. We 
need also to affirm our participation with Christ in the 
risen life of which we boldly claim that baptism is a 
potent reminder (Romans 6:3-4). 
 
Those who, by the grace of God, are dead to the world 
experience also a rising to new life with Christ. Buried 
with Christ, they are also raised to new life with Christ. 
This is the faith expressed in Colossians 3:1-4.  
 
Christians can see and experience the world through 
resurrection eyes. As a result, we do not allow the 
darkness of earth's sinful condition to cover the light of 
the indestructible hope that burns within us. We do not 
allow the negative experiences that come our way to 
undermine the confident hope in which we walk from day 
to day. We do not allow past or present gloom to cover 
up the bright rays of light that pierce the darkness and 
put the future into proper perspective. Our hope is in the 
Lord Jesus Christ - crucified, risen and exalted!
