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 When you gather this month with family and friends for Thanksgiving, 
whom are they going to see?  A parent, a child, a good friend, a sibling.  All 

these answers are likely depending on their relationship to you.  What’s 
missing from this list?  How about a Christian?  When others gather with you 
on Thanksgiving Day for eating, watching games on TV, conversation or 

more eating, shouldn’t they see Jesus in you?  
If you have been a Christian for more than a month, and that would 

include all of us, Jesus should be shining through us.  Our Christian faith 

should be noticeable.  It’s not that we should talk in religious words or spend 
extra time in worship when we’re with them.  Rather, like Jesus at the dinner parties He attended, 
we should be ready to share answers to questions out of our faith.  We should honor the Lord with 

our attitudes not like the Pharisees who wanted the best seats needing people to honor us. 
All too often when we’re with our family, the old crucified woman or man inside us comes back 

to life.  We revert to pre-Christian attitudes and conduct. Or we slip back into the childish ways of 
giving and taking offense that occurred so many years ago.  We also tend to remember the former 
troubles that happened in relationships from years gone by.  We dredge up stories that re-ignite 

hurts and shame.  Too often the words always and never are reapplied to the people around us even 
when repentance and change has occurred. 

How can we honestly give thanks to God out of the old crucified “flesh” of our past?  Too 

many Thanksgiving gatherings bring God sadness instead of joy.  I’m not worried about people 
overeating as much as people over-beating the ones around them.  Holidays can so readily slip into 
reverse gear with no thought for the people we are running down. 

This year let each of us prepare ahead of time.  Take time with God early in the month to see 
who you might be nursing a grudge against, who you might be afraid to spend time with and who 
makes you nervous.  Then start praying for each of these people daily throughout the month.  Seek 

God’s best for them in your prayers.  Ask God to bless them in a special way.  Talk to God about the 
things that are wonderful about these people and what they do that is special.  If you do that daily, 
you will find yourself ready to be a Christian and let Jesus shine through you at your Thanksgiving 

gathering.  You’ll also wake up on the following Friday with thanks rather than anger and regrets! 
Once you’ve worked this plan for Thanksgiving you’ll find that it can be employed again in 

December for Christmas gatherings.  Then you can take this plan for your New Year’s resolution in 
January.  In fact you can make this plan your way of life just like Jesus did and never again worry 
about a social gathering!  You can shine for Jesus and be seen as a Christian every day!

Can one single missionary couple start churches and serve the needs of distressed people from Angola, Brazil, Guinea 
Bissau, Cape Verde, Saint Thomas, Principe, Mozambique and Portugal all at the same time?  ñThatôs impossible,ò you 
say?  Not if that couple is Jorge and Hermelinda Damasceno! 
 
Since July 2006, the Damascenos have been American Baptist International Missionaries serving with the Baptist 
Churches in the Dereham region of the United Kingdom.  They assist churches of the Baptist Union of Great Britain in 
reaching out to the estimated 200,000 Portuguese-speaking migrant workers from countries around the world. 
 
Jorge and Hermelinda minister through the Amigos Project, which seeks to serve the Portuguese-speaking communities 
in four ways: 

1. Services and Bible studies in Portugueseðoccasions for Portuguese speakers to get to know and worship God in 
their own language and integrate into church life in the U.K. 

2. Listening Earðopportunities for people to come and share about their problems, difficulties and concerns. 
3. Food Programðnutritious parcels to help those who are facing financial problems as a result of debt, low income 

or just being new to the country.  This program aims to attend urgent needs rather than creating dependency. 
4. ESL ProgramðEnglish as a second language can be a powerful tool that helps the Portuguese community 

integrate into society and have a better quality of life. 
 
The Damascenosô work centers on starting new churches.  They visit migrant workers, assess needs and help existing 
congregations to develop strategies to welcome and provide services for the migrants.  In this way the migrants grow in 
their understanding of Godôs love, truth and justice.  Jorge and Hermelinda write, ñWe are very happy to say that we are 
now present in seven towns and cities.  In four of them we already have Portuguese speaking congregations established 
and we have been assisting the community with a wide range of critical social programs.ò 
 
Although statistics may well reflect how God is using Jorge and Hermelinda, it is the lives of individuals that truly show 
how the new churches, which they helped develop, bring the Gospel.  For instance ñLucasò was a Brazilian with Italian 
citizenship.  He arrived in the United Kingdom in July 2005, looking for a better quality of life and wanting to make some 
money for his family.  He also hoped to stop his drug addiction.  After a series of false starts, he heard of a Portuguese-
speaking service at a local Baptist church.  He says,ò I went to the church and there I heard how special I was to God,

Dear friends and family, 

 Godôs goodness abounds higher than we could ever know.  This year, I have the opportunity to serve on two 
missions trips with the possibility of serving in Les Cayes, Haiti, in addition to the island of Exuma in the Bahamas.  Both 
of my two previous trips to Exuma have been eye-opening and catalysts to make my life a life that is completely focused 
on Jesus.  Iôm excited to see how God continues to direct my footsteps to places of service; if it is Godôs will for us to go to 
Haiti as well, I canôt wait to see what He uses us for and what He teaches us. 

 Even though Iôm not giving up my life to live in a foreign country, I am still a missionary, along with the rest of our 
team, because we are going to proclaim the name of Jesus.  Our first trip will take place over winter break, from January 
7

th
 to the 14

th
.  This trip will be to Les Cayes, Haiti, under the International Humanitarian Aid Foundation.  Specifics about 

this trip are not yet known, but will be known after our leader takes an exploratory trip to Haiti in November.  If you want to 
be kept updated regarding the status of our Haiti trip, please e-mail me at missionsminded2818@gmail.com and I will 
disperse the information once I have it myself.  If circumstances arise that prevent a group from traveling to Haiti, we most 
likely will be serving in Exuma that same week in January.  Our spring break trip, from March 12

th
 to March 19

th
 is already 

confirmed.  The group that travels to Exuma will again be serving under Starve Poverty International.  Once in Exuma, the 
group will be serving the locals through a project that will consist of light carpentry, painting and cleaning up an area that 
desperately needs it.  We also will be doing outreaches to the local children, one of which consists of giving 200 pairs of 
shoes out to these children, children who otherwise might not have shoes.  Our ministry will not be limited to just working 
at the worksite and the outreaches to the children of the islandðwhenever an opportunity comes up to share about Christ, 
we will take it, whether it be going into town to talk with people about God, praying with people, etc.  There is never a 
moment too small to share the grandness of God.   

The purposes of our trips are threefold: 

Ą First, we will be allowing God to work in our lives through the exposure and changed perspective that comes from 
this type of a mission trip.  

Ą Second, this is a work project which will benefit locals who otherwise would not have a safe and secure place to 
live. 

Ą Third, we will be visiting local families and sharing the Good News of Jesusô love and the hope found in a 

personal relationship with Him. 

I am extremely excited about these opportunities and experiences that lie ahead, and hope you are excited as well. I 
hope that you see the value in the work that we will accomplish. As you can imagine, funding for trips like this requires 
financial support from a number of people. The cost of each trip is $800.00, bringing the total that I need to raise to 
$1,600.   

When it comes to missions, people can be active missionaries in three categories: 

Ą Mobilizers - These are the people who build the fire in their local ministry, keeping others informed of the needs 
and opportunities, and helping them get involved. 

Ą Goers - These are the ones who feel called to spend time in another culture, live a different kind of life, and 
minister face to face with the unsaved. 

Ą Senders - It's hard to say that one of these three groups is more important than any other, but without the 
"senders" not much will happen. They provide the funds - and more importantly - the prayer support. Prayer is 
the fuel that will allow us to be successful as we follow God's leading in ministry to the people of Exuma. Without 
prayer nothing will happen. 

Maybe you haven't thought of yourself as part of a "mission team" before but if you would like to become one of the 
very-important "senders" and provide financial support, you may mail a contribution to me. Given the fact that we are

taking these trips during a tough economic stretch, I understand that money may be a little tight.  However, I am confident 
that God will provide.  Nothing is too small or hard for God.  If you cannot give much, just give what you can.  God knows 
your heart, and will honor your giving.
