They built a fuel-efficient wood-burning stove. They also repaired one of the mud walls of their host home where the team
camped out for the week.

Praise goes to God for a safe journey during 32 hours of total travel by bus on treacherous roads; for the opportunity to
minister through hands, feet and mouths to the people of Batateiras; and for all the prayer support that made this mission
trip a success for Godédés Kingdom.
