He art Jesus allows us to go through trials like this so that our faith can be tested

and grow for we are shielded by His resurrection power (1 Peter 1). We learn to

depend more on Jesus, our head, during times like these. As we draw closer to Him

in response to our trials we can end up giving the Lord honor and praise through our

words and actions if we focus on His steadfastness.

Jesus calls us to persevere and not give up. We are called to work at loving

Him and one another more. One of the ways we do this is by casting our cares upon Him. For He can carry
the burdens of our hearts far better than we can. He will see us through the trials though we feel ourselves
crushed some at times. When this happens, if we are living by faith and connected to our Head, what will
result is the release of His fragrance coming from the Holy Spirit within us. Just as a rose when crushed
releases its fragrance that can be made into perfume, so our experience can lead to a sweet smelling perfume
that will honor our Lord. For this fragrance contains the knowledge of Christ that we have gained in our
experience and becomes the fragrance of life for those who are being saved (2 Corinthians 2).

As we stay connected to Jesus and thereby to each other, we will be brought through our present and
temporary troubles to a new place in the purpose of God for our congregation. Jesus is preparing us to be a
greater witness in the world so that we will be more able to share His love and grace with those who don’t
know Him. Our experience will build in us as a body at Cohansey more of the compassion of Christ so that we
can come alongside those who are struggling and point them to the one who can carry their burdens for them.
In this we can rejoice, though we do not see it yet. But God’s glory is being built up in us as we are
transformed more into the image of Christ.

Therefore, let us hold on to the hope that Jesus has placed within us and look forward excitedly to the
day that He has coming for us when we can rejoice with others as they get to know our Savior through our
witness and lives.

Question: Are we as Christians supposed to keep the Sabbath the same way the Jewish people do?

Answer: We are called to keep a Sabbath unto the Lord as Christians. However, we are not called to
keep it the way the Jewish religious leaders did in Jesus time. By that time those leaders had put so
many restrictions around it that keeping the Sabbath got in the way of living for the Lord. This is why
Jesus was accused of breaking the Sabbath when He healed on that day. Today strict Orthodox Jews have inherited a
similar system of rules for keeping the Sabbath as they try to keep the law.

Since we no longer live under the law but under grace, Christians are called to follow the spirit of the law as found
in the Old Testament. In regards to the Sabbath, we are called to spend a day each week specifically focused on building
our relationships with God and others. We are called to spend time with God in worship, Bible study and prayer. We are
to spend time listening to Him as we engage in these practices. Secondly we are to spend time with family and friends
building up our relationships in love with each other. Then we are called to spend time with those in need—the poor, the
lonely, widows and orphans. Lastly, we are to refresh and renew ourselves by not engaging in labor to earn money on
our Sabbath. Traditionally in the past many Christians have used Sunday for the day of Sabbath keeping. Now within our
culture so many are required to work on Sunday and these workers need to choose another day as a Sabbath day to live
for the Lord.

A report from the June restructuring meeting:

Deacons Meeting Pastor Pete and the Deacons passed on some ideas for restructuring some of the responsibilities
of the Associate Deacons to those who gathered to work on restructuring the Boards and
Committees of the church. The Deacons are asking the Worship leader each Sunday excluding
communion Sundays to lead the responsive reading. They are asking the music committee to
take responsibility for more oversight of the Sunday morning worship starting with soliciting the
people to be greeters each week. The Deacons also asked the women of the prayer group that meets on Tuesday
mornings to take responsibility for the oversight of the Thinking of You card ministry. Each of these changes were affirmed
by the people at the June restructuring meeting.

Pastor Pete and the Deacons also sent to the restructuring meeting the idea to invite people with the spiritual gifts
and interest to take responsibility for leadership in the Care Group ministry. This change also was affirmed. We are
looking for those who are willing to care for a set of families within our church by keeping in contact with, praying for and
occasionally visiting them. There will be a training session for these new caregivers in August so that we can start the
changed Care Group Ministry in September. If after prayer you feel the Lord calling you to serve the church in this way,
please let Pastor Pete or one of the Deacons know of your interest.

Other considerations for changes to the various boards and committees of the church were brought up. These
include ideas that would: possibly eliminate the Board of Associate Deacons and the Finance Committee; decrease the
number of people required to serve on some of the Boards; change the structure of the Christian Education Board so that
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those serving on it would reflect the current work of that board; possibly eliminate representatives from various boards
having to serve on other boards as well; create term limits for board chairpersons; create term limits for serving continually
on the same board; possibly create a new Outreach Board that would coordinate and do future planning for the outreach
of the church so that the Evangelism Task Force, Missions Board and various local and long distance mission trips could
just be event and task oriented; change the Music Committee to a Worship Board and give them full responsibility for the
various elements of Sunday Morning worship.

Those in attendance at the meeting were asked to pray about and consider these ideas before our next meeting
on Thursday August 13" at 7:00 pm. We are also asking the rest of the congregation to do the same. Everyone is
welcome to attend the next meeting. When we come to a consensus on any ideas or restructuring that will require
changes to the church constitution, we will send these to the Official Board for further action and then to the Annual
Business meeting in May 2010 for a final vote.

Congregation Family Meeting

The next Congregation Family Meeting will be held after Sunday school on July 12" following a
potluck lunch. Each family is requested to bring a side dish or dessert. The Hospitality
Committee will be providing a variety of sandwiches and beverages for the meal. Following the
meal Pastor Pete and the Deacons will be presenting the next steps in where our Church is
heading under the Lord’s leading after discovering at our last meeting what spiritual gifts the
Lord has graced our congregation with at this time. The meeting will be open for discussion
and new ideas so in preparation be seeking the Lord for His directions and praying for the pastor and deacons while they
do the same.
