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 Fear.  Just the sound of the word can trouble us.  We 
all struggle with fears.  Some we learn to overcome and some 
seem to overcome us given the right set of circumstances.  It 
feels like we are stuck with fear as part of the human 
condition.  Yet the Bible says that perfect love casts out all 
fear.  So how can this be?  If God who is perfect love is with 
us, why do we still deal with fear?   
The answer lies with the story of Jesus and the road to 

Calvary.  Jesus was fully God along while being a man.  Being fully God, His heart was filled with 
perfect love.  He showed that love and compassion to many throughout His years of ministry but 
more importantly showed it by going to the cross to die.  There on the cross He took the sin of the 
world upon Himself and overcame it all with His perfect love and willing obedience. 
A good portion of that sin was committed due to fear.  People are afraid of losing something such as 
reputation, power, opportunity or resources.  They act out of this fear in lying, gossiping, murdering 
and stealing and thereby participating in evil.  Jesus resisted these evils since He was willing to lose 
all that He had in obedience to His Father.  By so doing He overcame all fears.   
When we invite Jesus into our lives as our Lord and Savior, He comes with His perfect love and takes 
up residence in our hearts.  From there He can empower us to overcome fears if we so desire.  We 
have to choose His way of love and not worry about losing that which is causing us fear.  By 
obedience we too can join Jesus even to the point of being unafraid of death.  In Christ we can be 
free indeed from any fear.

Easter Story Cookies  

 To be made the evening before Easter. 
You will need: 
1c. whole pecans    a pinch of salt 
1 tsp. vinegar    1 c. sugar 
3 egg whites      zipper baggie 
wooden spoon    tape 
Bible 

1. Preheat oven to 300 
 
2. Place pecans in zipper baggie and let children beat them with the 
wooden spoon to break into small pieces. Explain that after Jesus was 
arrested He was beaten by the Roman soldiers. Read John 19:1-3. 
 
3. Let each child smell the vinegar. Put 1 tsp. vinegar into mixing bowl. 
Explain that when Jesus was thirsty on the cross he was given vinegar 
to drink. Read John 19:28-30. 
 
4. Add egg whites to vinegar. Eggs represent life. Explain that Jesus 
gave His life to give us life. Read John 10:10-11. 
 
5. Sprinkle a little salt into each child's hand. Let them taste it and 
brush the rest into the bowl. Explain that this represents the salty tears 
shed by Jesus' followers, and the bitterness of our own sin. Read Luke 
23:27. 
 
6. So far the ingredients are not very appetizing. Add 1c. sugar. 
Explain that the sweetest part of the story is that Jesus died because 
He loves us. He wants us to know and belong to Him. Read Ps. 34:8 
and John 3:16. 
 
7. Beat with a mixer on high speed for 12 to 15 minutes until stiff peaks 
are formed. Explain that the color white represents the purity in God's 
eyes of those whose sins have been cleansed by Jesus. Read Isaiah. 
1:18 and John 3:1-3. 
 
8. Fold in broken nuts. Drop by teaspoons onto wax paper covered 
cookie sheet. Explain that each mound represents the rocky tomb 
where Jesus' body was laid. Read Matt. 27:57-60. 
 
9. Put the cookie sheet in the oven, close the door and turn the oven 
OFF. Give each child a piece of tape and seal the oven door. Explain 
that Jesus' tomb was sealed. Read Matt.27:65-66. 
 
10. GO TO BED! Explain that they may feel sad to leave the cookies in 
the oven overnight. Jesus' followers were in despair when the tomb 
was sealed. Read John 16:20 and 22. 
 
11. On Easter morning, open the oven and give everyone a cookie. 
Notice the cracked surface and take a bite. The cookies are hollow! On 
the first Easter Jesus' followers were amazed to find the tomb open 
and empty.

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Miriam Noyes  has served as an International Ministries 
missionary for the last 25 years in western Congo.  For the last 
15 years she has been working in a literacy program for 
women and children who cannot read or write French which is 
the official language of Congo.  Miriam first had to learn to 
teach in three of the native languages spoken in her area 
(Lingala, Kintuba, and Kikongo) and French.  She now works 
with a core of dedicated Christians who teach classes, write 
materials and train and supervise other literacy teachers and 
classes.  Approximately 5,000 graduates have come through 
()&'%;.#5.-$%9&()%$#'(%#*%(#"-83'%9#$!,3'%0!-"!.')&;%&,%
Kinshasa, the capital, churches being among the graduates. 
 
Although the strength of the literacy work has been in 
Kinshasa, approximately 150 classes are scattered through the 
rural areas.  The latest class starts have been with an 
aboriginal pygmy people, the Twa, located in northern 
Bandundu Province.  The Twa have been abused by 
neighboring Bantu peoples that see the Twa as half animal

Literacy classes will help the Twa adapt wisely to improve their 
lives and advocate for themselves and their people where 
needed.  They are eager to learn more about the Good News: 
how everyone, including the Twa, have been created equal 
and are treasured by God and how life in Jesus Christ and the 
Holy Spirit can transform their lives, empower and lead them 
on the right paths.  As they change, she hopes their Bantu 
neighbors will have their vision transformed and accept the 
Twa as equal children of God. 
 
Charles and Sarah West  are International Ministries 
missionaries in Zambia.  They saw a school in Lusaka, the 
capital, constructed of plastic bags and two wooden sticks on 
three sides up against the wall of a house that held 60 students 
and one teacher.  This school was being abandoned by a 
struggling congregation, Samaritan Baptist Church.  The Wests 
took responsibility for the school, brought help to the 
congregation and have turned it into a small community school 
and orphanage.  One of its goals is to provide expanded 
opportunities for a new generation, opening the eyes of the 
children to possibilities other than a life of abject poverty.  
Many of these children are orphaned as a result of AIDST of 
the 67 children who attend the school nearly 40% have lost 
one or both parents.  
  
Two years ago Charles was invited to preach at Nyankuba 
Baptist Church which is located in a rural area with large 
expanses of land lying uncultivated.  They asked if the 
Nyankuba Baptist Church and the Samaritan Baptist Church 
could work together to establish a school and an orphanage for 
the children from their areas.  The church said yes and granted 
them several acres to build a more adequate school and 

orphanage.  They are having the people of the congregations 
build using the local clay soil to make bricks and they are using

more years.  They have put in a new well and are working on 
income generating projects to make the school and orphanage 
independent.

This week we return to Port-au-Prince to worship in solidarity 
with the leaders of the Haitian, American, and Cooperative 
Baptists at the site of a destroyed church where the pastor lost 
his life on January 12. We gather to grieve, sing, and pray 
together with the families of those who died. We also gather in 
hope for the future. 

It has been two months since the earthquake shook Haiti on 
Jan 12. No one ever gets used to the devastation of one3'%
home or the loss of family, friends, and livelihood, but we have 
observed on our visits to Port-au-Prince that the people are 
trying to carry on in spite of great hardships.   

Many are buying and selling goods around the rubble of former 
homes and businesses. Schools that were not damaged are 
opening. Tent cities have sprung up everywhere, but some 
people are living in very unstable lean-tos.  In the city it takes 
hours to get from one place to another. All the while the 
5#:!.,$!,(U%VNM3'%-,"%O-&(&-,%/#-workers try to make order 
out of chaos.   

Most days are dry, hot, and dusty. With the coming rainy 
season the dust will soon be replaced by mud, standing water, 
and the resulting increase in mosquitoes and malaria.  

Scott Hunter, Herb Rogers and Roy Durgin have been working 
with the Haitian Baptist pastors and workers in Grand Goave to 
re-establish a school by clearing land and building a water 
tower.  Thanks to emergency funds given through the 
Cooperative Baptist Fellowship and the American Baptist 
Church these needed projects can go forward and bring hope 
to many, young and old.  

American Baptist missionary nurse, Kristy Engel and 
missionaries, Ketly and Vital Pierre (Dominican Republic and 
Nicaragua) have faithfully traveled back and forth from the 
Dominican Republic to Haiti bringing US medical teams to 
work in tent cities.  

In the north some families have doubled in size due to the 
addition of displaced relatives from the south. Resources are 
thinly spread, and homes overcrowded. The medical needs

keenly felt in every way. 

Small medical teams have stayed with us at the university 
campus, sorting supplies and helping in the busy local clinics. 
Our house has become a warehouse. Many boxes of donated 
medical supplies coming into the north have been received as 
well as a supply from the pool in Port-au-Prince. Supplies have 
been divided and shared with the needy clinics and hospitals in 
our area.  

Thank you for your continued interest in Haiti.  Please continue 
to pray for and with us. We need your prayers!
